Then, he tells 
them exactly which one they’re thinking of! Later in the show he harnesses the collective minds of his guests 
to bend metal objects without touching them. He has the audience work in teams, and shows them how they 
can harness their own ability to read one another’s minds – and they succeed!

Sometimes inviting guests to the stage, sometimes moving actively amongst the audience, Paul Draper moves 
the show forward with the confidence and skill born of long experience.

Paul’s mind-blowing finish begins as he psychically finds and describes objects, people and places while 
completely blindfolded in thick layers of duct tape.  Holding a bare hand 
and a sleeveless arm over objects supplied by audience members, 
Draper accurately describes those objects, reproduces drawn images, 
and provides detailed information about the people who supplied the 
items. He even answers questions they are thinking about!

The entire audience is involved. Everyone is excited to find out what 
we will find out next. Everyone wants to know what is on his or her 
co-workers mind – and Paul shows them just how to do it!
